


For the July open house we turned to items of
interest to men. Boy’s clothes and toys were in the
back room followed by sports memorabilia and
clothing in the main room. The military display
started with the Civil War and continued through the
Viethnam War. The remainder of the area featured
smaller individual exhibits of occupations over the
years with corresponding clothing and tools of the
trade such as farmer, carpenter, harness maker,
veterinarian, doctor, etc.

After the open houses we resumed work on
the cabin and finished the exterior chinking. A
dramatic transformation occurred when a front
porch was built thanks to the efforts of Clayton and
Diane Black, J.R. Ackley and Lynn Wedeking. To
maintain the original look, the deck structure was clad with old barnwood,
the flooring was old rough-cut lumber stored for many years and supplied
by Neil and Lynn Wedeking, the support posts were the original log floor
joists from the cabin and the batten boards for the roof were reclaimed old
lumber. Cedar shingles were used to complement the cedar shingles on the
main structure. As a side note it was evident to us as we worked on it that
the porch became an attention grabber and added a welcoming feel to the
cabin. So many people looked and stopped by with positive comments
which was very encouraging.

The cabin still needs a stairway as well as some flooring repair
upstairs. The grand opening will occur sometime in the summer of 2017
after being furnished with period pieces.
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Even though we have five buildings for displays and research
materials, they are getting full again due to the generous donations we
continue to receive. We are very thankful for the generosity of Danny
Kingery to allow us to use a portion of his building on the corner of Bradford
and Main. We removed the wooden awning, tore up the old carpet and
assisted with the scraping so we could paint the front of the old Bopp Drug
Store with three shades of green to highlight the architectural details. At the
present time we are using it for storage but hope to use it for some type of
display in the future.

We once again welcomed the RRMR third graders for a tour at the
end of their school year and we hope to expand the number of such tours.
The $250 scholarships given to RRMR seniors went to Chelsea Carroll,
Cassandra Krull, Samantha Schriever, Mackenzie Thieman, Tyler Keith,
Zack Westendorf and Adam Staudt.
